What is LEED EB?

e Consensus based green building rating system.

e Developed by the US Green Building Councill
(USGBO).

 Industry green building standard.

« Operational based- A set of performance standards for
the sustainable upgrades and operation of buildings not
undergoing major renovations.




Five Categories of LEED EB
1. Sustainable Sites

. Water Efficiency

. Energy Efficiency

. Indoor Air Quality

. Materials and Resources

. Innovation Credits




Four Levels of Certification

. Platinum
. Gold

. Silver

. Certified

Campus LEED EB facts:

» Girvetz Hall has already achieved a
LEED EB certification. Rec Cen is
pending and Bren is in the process.

e All work on Girvetz was done in house,
therefore no consultants are needed to
achieve LEED EB certification.

* Most of the “points” are operational
based.

 The LEED EB program has proved to
save operational dollars for the campus.

 Campus-wide approach to secure LEED credits.
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» Seeks to certify 25 campus buildings in 5 years.
